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Summary
EVAR shows early survival benefits compared to open repair of AAA
Aimed to assess long- term survival benefit
12 year follow up
Intention to treat analysis
Overall similar mortality rates (EVAR 9.3 per 100 person years; Open 8.9; p= 0.14)
At 0 to 6 months EVAR had significantly lower mortality (total and aneurysm-related)
Beyond 8 years Open had significantly lower mortality (total and aneurysm-related)
Higher late rupture rate with EVAR
Strengths & Weaknesses
	Used Central Statistics office records to determine patient status
	UK centres only so results may not transfer to other healthcare settings

	Asked participating centres to review records for outcomes beyond original trial timeframe
	Older stent grafts used although no apparent technological effect observed in course of follow-up
